The
chronological frame of the articles will encompass the early
Middle Ages through to the 19th century. Articles
presenting new  methodological or comparative
perspectives will be especially welcome.

Scholars are invited to submit essays on specific and
general topics: (1) Public disputation as social practice, its
strategies, tactics, and tools; its role in the phenomenon of
conversion; (2) The typology of the polemics’
argumentation  (e.g., exegetical, philosophical, or
historical); (3) Dynamics and changes in religious polemics
through the lens of history; (4) Polemical literature:
authors, aims, and target audiences; (5) Constructing the
“religious other” through religious polemics; (6) Research
on  religious  polemics—new  perspectives  and
methodologies.
