The first annual cycle (beginning in 2011) is presented in the left-hand column, with the second year (beginning in 2012) presented in the right-hand column. The top row shows the mean number of all stem bleeds counted at each site visit and the second row show the mean number of actively weeping bleeds counted in each visit: for all four graphs data are presented as means for each symptom category: high severity in a solid black line, low severity is as a dashed black line, callused as a dashed grey line and asymptomatic as a dotted grey line. Error bars show the standard error of the mean. The bottom row contains bar charts displaying the total number of newly-formed exit holes observed in each monitoring period: Dark grey bars show data from Sandpit Wood; light grey bars show data from Winding Wood. The exit hole counts at Winding Wood in monitoring periods 5 and 6 of the second annual cycle were extremely high (53 and 49 respectively, with all these exit holes observed on a single stem).
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
