Dr.Sarah McClelland is alecturerin Molecular Oncology at the Barts Cancer
Institute, Queen Mary University of London. Dr. McClelland received her
Ph.D. degree in 2003 and worked as a postdoctoral research fellow from
2003 to 2013. In 2013 she established her laboratory at the Barts Cancer
Institute, Queen Mary University of London. Here, herresearch aims to
understand causes of chromosome mis-segregation in the context of
ovarian and pancreatic cancer, and also to characterise fundamental
mechanisms controlling genetic stability. Her laboratory recently discovered
that individual human chromosomes behave non-randomly during
error-prone mitosis, which hasimportant implications for understanding
the widespread chromosome changes in cancer. Dr. McClelland’s track
record of achievements isimpressive for a young investigator at this stage
of her career.
