In this Special Issue, we focus on the formation and
evolution of disks in YSOs, together with related
phenomena and their relationships with the properties of
the central star. We aim to highlight the key roles of recent
(e.g., TNG/GIARPS) and new (e.g., JWST) facilities in
enriching our knowledge on the accretion and ejection
properties of stars in young clusters in different
environments and with different metallicity (particularly
those within our Galaxy and the Magellanic Clouds);
moreover, we aim to discuss the opportunities and
challenges of the next generation of multi- (e.g.,
VLT/MOONS, VISTA/4MOST, WHT/WEAVE, and MSE) and
single- (e.g., NTT/SOXS and VLT/CUBES) object
spectrographs, but also through photometric surveys (such
as those within the Rubin-LSST facility). In addition, we
welcome papers on high-angular-resolution investigation
of YSOs based on active instruments such as VLT/SPHERE
and MUSE. Our final aim is to understand the mechanisms
at the origin of the disk structures and if/how they are
connected to the presence and/or formation of
protoplanets.
